You may fax the proof of immunization to 973-827-6845 or scan and email a copy to
wstoffels@htps.org.

The State Health Department is closely monitoring these vaccination records and will mandate
that we exclude your child if this required vaccine has not been received. Please have proof of

immunization to the school nurse by December 31st. Flu shots are available now. Protect your
child earlv.
